6. The student will be able to design, construct, and produce aesthetically pleasing visual assignments for a presentation portfolio of their work using the various software applications learned in this course.


1. ResumeExpert:  40 pre-typed resume templates of all varieties in Microsoft Word to be altered or create one from scratch.

1. DeBabelizer Lite:  Best cross-platform graphics translation for serious graphics production; providing the ability to maintain color integrity while reading, manipulating, processing, and saving graphics across formats, bit depths, and platforms.

2. SoundAppFAT:  Cross-platform audio utility to convert any sound/music format to another (including QuickTime).

1. Kai's Convolver and Gallery Effects plug-in filters:  Corrective and creative plug-in filters within Adobe Photoshop and Fractal Design Painter, allows the most advanced manipulation of special effects for images of all media.

2. Painter:  Artist's tools, textures, and carious media (including QuickTime) within a powerful painting/drawing program.

1. LogoMotion:  3D animations, logos, and short video clips (including QuickTime) with audio and graphics capabilities.

2. VideoFusion:  Video application to import, transfer, and compress VHS tape to digital and back to VSH tape.

3. MoviePlayer 2.5.1:  Player and editor for QuickTime movies/sound/music.

4. Screen Snapz Pro:  Custom screen capture utility replaces the standard screen capture feature which is built-in to the Apple operating system; allows custom screen captures (menus, windows, and select), particularly for instructional and educational use.

1. mPOWER:  Presentation application; allows importing of graphics, audio, video; special effects, layers, timecodes.

2. Kai's PowerShow:  Complete advanced presentation and special effects multimedia for professionals.

1. Ability to think, create, develop, execute, and produce a design using good professional judgement in color, shape, placement of elements.

2. Ability to create, convert, edit, and import appropriate sound, music, video, animations, and special effects.
