	1. Listening and comprehension skills:  Throughout Level IV (second half of intermediate Spanish) students will be expected to perform all the functions described in levels I, II, and III.  Derive new information and knowledge from new sources.

2. Speaking skills:  Students will continue to improve their pronunciation and Spanish accent.  At this point, the student generally is correct with some slight patterns of mispronunciation and intonation.

3. Writing skills:  In this course, there is great emphasis on creative writing with the intention of using all past acquired skills and knowledge (present, past-preterit/imperfect, future, conditional and subjective tenses) as well as good control of syntax and vocabulary.

4. Reading skills:  Students are exposed to a variety of printed material for reading, assimilating and then the interpretation of the given material.

5. Culture and global awareness of the Spanish-speaking countries.  This course has a very heavy emphasis on the culture, customs, traditions and folkloric practices of people in the Spanish-speaking countries and regions.


	1. There should be a satisfactory understanding of conversations, face-to-face encounters, phone calls, as well as print and visual media (movies, television, cartoons, etc.)

2. Students should exhibit modified oral proficiency and a even language flow.  There might be some occasional hesitation when dealing with a complex or unfamiliar topic, but students know this and feel the struggle and can identify the problem.  At this time, their pronunciation should be fairly well understood by native speakers.

1. Students use different types of assignments to develop and perfect their writing skills and styles.  Below are some methods used:

a. Homework exercises from assigned text and workbook.

b. Creative writing assignments for expose type of papers/essays.

c. Skits, dialogues, and presentation.

d. Translations from one language into another (Spanish to English or English into Spanish).

1. Students use many different methods and devices to generate vocabulary and share ideas and knowledge of topics of readings:

a. Required textbook and workbook.

b. Menus, forms, documents, and questionnaires, etc.

c. Magazines, newspapers, cards, letters.

d. Commercial advertisements, realia, jokes and comic strips.

1. This aspect of foreign language acquisition is used to identify and explore certain important people, holidays, nationalities and geographical areas of the target language's cultures.  Of particular importance, culinary, religious, entertainment and social-ethnic customs are explored and explained.

2. This course exposes the students to relevant social skills and cultural awareness.  Some features used are:

a. Cooking/ethnic cuisine demonstrations.

b. Latin American dance sessions.

c. Guest speakers/visitors.

d. Trips and travel plans and needs.

3. Using television programs, movies, and videos to compare and contrast familiar topics about self, familiar people and placed and those of cultural and political influence, history, art, and current affairs.
