ART-104- DRAWING COMPOSITION-3 credits (formerly ARTS-149)
This intermediate studio course is a continuation of Drawing 1. Emphasis will be placed on developing dynamic compositions,
perceptual awareness, and critical self-evaluation, as means towards growth in one's abilities in visual self-expression. Five in-class
hours weekly.PREREQUISITE: ART-102 or permission of instructor. COREQUISITE: ART-104L Mass Transfer Block: Credits
earned in this course are counted towards the MassTransfer Block Humanities and Fine Arts requirements.

Course Objectives

By the end of ART-104, the student will elaborate on the skills and concepts from ART-102, and:
